Research underpins teaching, and staff in the School continued to achieve outstanding successes in the 

University of Otago Student Association Supervisor of the Year Awards. Research in physical 

education contributes to well being, cultural life and understanding social relationships, and the School 

maintains particularly close research and advisory relationships with the Dunedin City Council, Sport 

Otago, SPARC, SkillsActive, and the Academy of Sport (South Island). 
 

The School continues to forge relationships and ties with other institutions through national and 

international research collaborations, presentations to national and international conferences, Visiting 

Fellowships at institutes and clinics overseas, and through the organisation and hosting of international 

symposia including Sport and the City (November 2007) and New Zealand-Japan Workshop on 

Children with Development Disabilities (August 2008). 
 

Thirty international scholars visited the School and conducted research seminars for staff and graduate 

students between 2006 and 2008. Three of these scholars were brought to the School as recipients of 

the Universityôs prestigious William Evans Visiting Fellow Awards. A large number of academic staff 

show leadership in their fields through editorial positions with prestigious international journals, and 

official positions on professional organisations.

Exercise and Sport Science 
Exercise and Sport Science takes a biological/ 

physical approach to the study of human 

movement.  Papers cover Biomechanics, Exercise 

Physiology, Motor Learning and Control, Exercise 

Metabolism, and Human Development. 

 

Exercise Prescription and 

Management 
This major focuses on physical activity and 

exercise to enhance a personôs development, health, 

well being, and performance. Papers covered 

include: Athletic Injuries, Exercise for the 

Prevention and Rehabilitation of Disease and 

Injury. 

 

Professional Studies  
The Professional Studies major emphasises 

professional practice in movement-orientated 

careers and the teaching of physical education, 

outdoor education and dance. Learning 

opportunities prepare students for teaching 

instruction and performance-related vocations. 

Subject areas include: Pedagogy, Outdoor 

Education, Adventure Education, Teaching 

Physical Education and/or Health in Schools and 

Dance Education and Performance.  
 

Sport and Leisure Studies 
The Sport and Leisure studies major deals with the 

socio-psychological and socio-cultural aspects of 

sport, leisure and physical activity, examining their 

role, purpose and status in everyday life.  Subject 

areas include Sport Psychology, Sport Sociology, 

Sport Management, Sport History, Sport Coaching, 

Body Culture, Sport, Media and Culture, Exercise 

Psychology and Leisure Dimensions. 
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Research Groups in School of Physical Education 
 
Physical Education enhances knowledge and 

understanding of movement, health, sport, physical 

and outdoor education, MǕori physical education 

and dance and their various functions. Our Degrees 

open the door to professional and vocational 

opportunities in many fields including sports 

organisations, government departments, research 

institutes, primary and secondary schools, 

universities and private enterprise.  

 

The School has organised its research strengths into 

five primary categories with broad and inclusive 

titles that allow for staff to research and explore 

with academic freedom. 

 

Human Development and Physical Activity in 

Outdoor Environments 

Outdoor environments are gaining importance as a 

context for a range of human movement 

endeavours: outdoor recreation, education, 

adventure tourism and ecotourism.  This research 

group focuses on the interaction of people and 

natural environments from a wide range of 

perspectives.   

 

Motivation and Physical Activity 

What is the driving factor that determines whether 

or not people decide to initiate and maintain 

physical activity, sport or exercise programmes? 

This research group recognises the importance of 

the interaction of individual factors and the social 

environment in order to understand the 

consequences of human behaviour in physical 

activity.  The research aims to explain how 

physical activity participation rates can be 

increased or maintained, and how a psychologically 

healthy physical activity environment can be 

created. 

 

Clinical Physical Activity in Health  

Illness, injury and disease compromise the quality 

and enjoyment of life. The work of this research 

collective focuses on the links between the various 

dimensions of óhealthô and the elements of physical 

activity. Group members study the contribution of 

physical activity to the preservation, enhancement 

and restoration of physical and mental health.  

Research conducted by the group ranges from 

population studies through to individual 

interventions and covers activity through the 

lifespan. 

 

Human Movement Analysis & Enhancement 

Athletes showcase the pinnacle of human power, 

endurance and skill, yet tying your shoelace is 

almost as remarkable a feat of human movement. 

Movements are coordinated with a speed and 

precision that few people appreciate. One thing is 

now clear; humans are designed for and dependent 

on physical activities for survival, development, 

and healthy living.  Relative to the brain, we know 

far more about processes in the muscles, 

cardiovascular system, skeleton, and other 

structures that execute and support movement, and 

how these adapt to repeated use. But we still need 

to learn much more about seemingly simple 

questions such as: what limits human performance 

in physically demanding occupations and sport; and 

how much, what timing, and what mix of exercise 

optimises health? 

 

Socio-Cultural Studies 

This group focuses on the social dimensions of 

sport, physical education, exercise, and dance.  

Collectively the group undertakes interdisciplinary 

research that offers a critical analysis of the role of 

sport and physical activity in society. Drawing 

upon theories and methods from sociology, history, 

political science, pedagogy, cultural and media 

studies, the group is currently examining some of 

the following issues 

Á the link between physical activity and 

obesity 

Á youth understanding of physical activity 

and health 

Á government sport policy 

Á the impact of globalisation on New 

Zealand sport 

Á the relationship between sport, alcohol and

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The School of Physical Education ï in brief  
 
The mission of the School of Physical Education is 

to provide a collegial environment in which 

students and staff develop academically by 

extending, sharing, evaluating and applying 

knowledge about the biophysical and sociocultural 

aspects of human movement, through research, 

learning, service and teaching in the university and 

wider communities. 

 

Brief History  
The School of Physical Education at the University 

of Otago is unique in New Zealand in offering a 

full range of degrees in Physical Education. With 

one of the largest programmes of its kind 

internationally, the School includes outstanding 

faculty and world-class facilities and technology 

that contribute to a long record of academic 

achievement, research and leadership.   

 

The School began in 1948 offering a 3-year 

undergraduate Diploma. A 4-year bachelors degree 

(BPhEd) was added in 1975, eventually replacing 

the Diploma.  Improved research paths in Physical 

Education were provided with the addition of 

masters (MPhEd) and doctoral (PhD) degrees in 

1979, as well as provision for undergraduate 

students to complete an honours degree 

(BPhEdHons). 

 

For several decades the School was the only New 

Zealand provider of university qualifications in this 

broad subject area, extending its offerings 

nationally through the introduction of three 

distance taught qualifications in 1990 (Certificate 

of Sport Studies, Certificate of Fitness 

Management and Diploma in Sports Studies), 

thereby enabling regional based students to 

complete a qualification at the University of Otago. 

 

In 1985 a new laboratory annexe was built on the 

corner of Cumberland Street and Union Street and 

in Phase 2 in 1994 a new building with excellent 

computing, teaching and research equipment was 

opened on Union Street West.  This world-class 

building has state-of-the-art biomechanics, exercise 

physiology and motor control laboratories as well 

as unique aquatic and controlled environmental 

facilities.  

 

The one-year Postgraduate Diploma in Physical 

Education (PGDipPE), first offered in 1994, was 

developed to meet the needs of professionals in 

physical education and related areas seeking 

advanced study.  The Postgraduate Diploma in 

Dance and Outdoor Education (PGDipDS and 

PGDipOE) were added in 1999.  In 2002 approval 

was given to replace the PGDipDS with a taught 

Masters in Dance Studies (MDanceSt). 

 

In 1998 a change to the School curriculum saw the 

introduction of BPhEd majors.  Undergraduate 

students are able to focus on research or career 

interests by selecting from the available four 

majors, with many physical education students 

electing to complete double majors or combine 

their BPhEd with a complementary degree. 

 

Since the governmentôs introduction of 

Performance Based Research Funding (PBRF) in 

2003, the School of Physical Education has earned 

the highest ranking in the Sport and Exercise 

Science panel.

Background 
Greg Anson is an Associate Professor in the 

School of Physical Education, Director of the 

University of Otago Applied Science 

Programme, and a member of the steering 

committee of University of Otago Brain Health 

and Repair Research Centre (2006-2009). After 

completing a PhD at the Pennsylvania State 

University in 1980, Greg held academic 

appointments at the University of Washington 

and Oregon State University before returning to 

the University of Otago in 1985. He is a 

member of the Royal Society of New Zealand, 

the Society for Neuroscience and is an 

International Fellow of the American Academy 

of Kinesiology and Physical Education (since 

1997). Assoc. Prof. Anson is currently an 

editorial board member of the Journal of Motor 

Behavior, and a Section Editor of Motor 

Control.  

 

Research Interests 
Assoc. Prof. Ansonôs research interests are in 

motor control, and focus on understanding the 

brain mechanisms of motor control and memory, 

especially those associated with the anatomical, 

physiological and psychological aspects of motor 

preparation in humans. His research questions 

are anchored in the behavioural theory of motor 

programming and motor systems elucidated by 

Keele (1968) and Bernstein (1967) respectively, 

and the neurobiological theory of cortical cell 

assemblies proposed by Hebb (1949) and 

Wickens et.al., (1994). His research program 

seeks to provide an explanation for the 

relationship between the work of the brain and 

movement preparation. Movement preparation is 

readily observed in specialised tasks like sprint 

starting and in everyday tasks including driving a 

car or grabbing a toppling bottle of pinot noir!  

 

Principal methodologies involve measurement of 

simple and choice reaction time within a para-

meter precuing paradigm to investigate the 

effects of both the nature and amount of 

information affecting the speed and accuracy of 

movement preparation. He uses multi-channel  

 

 

 

 

EEG and EMG recording to measure changes in 

brain and muscle electrical activity. Kinematic  

analyses provide measures of displacement, 

velocity, acceleration, and accuracy profiles of 

the movement responses. His research 

programme is funded by the Otago Research 

Committee, the New Zealand Neurological 

Foundation, the Maurice & Phyllis Paykel Trust, 

and the School of Physical Education research 

fund. In addition to outstanding honours and 

postgraduate students, collaborators include: 

Associate Professor Brian Hyland (Physiology); 

Professor Jeff Wickens (formerly Anatomy & 

Structural Biology, now at the Okinawa 

Research Institute); Dr Jim Cotter (Physical 

Education) and several international

Roger Bartlett is Professor of Sports

Professor Bartlett's research interests have 

included the biomechanics of javelin and 

hammer throwing, the biomechanics of injury in 

cricket fast bowlers, and several aspects of sports 

and leisure footwear and sports surfaces. He was 

director of several sports science support projects 

in the UK, in which these research interests 

found a strong applied focus. His current 

research interests are centred on the coordination 

of, and variability in, sports movements, 

important themes that emerged from his 

empirical research and mathematical modelling 

in throwing skills. 

 

His current interests have led to strong 

interdisciplinary programmes with motor skills 

specialists, exploring the functional significance 

of movement variability and the best ways to 

quantify coordination and variability, in activities 

as disparate as running and throwing. Research 

into the application of non-linear measures and 

artificial neural networks in studying 

coordination and variability are emerging thrusts 

of Roger's research at the University of Otago. 

He was successful in an application for an Otago 

Research Grant for 2008 to extend current 

research in the use of artificial neural networks 

from cyclic to discrete skills, a collaborative 

project with a member of staff in the Department 

of Computer Science. He has recently begun new 

collaborative research projects on analyzing 

movement patterns in games with UWIC and on 

movement variability in cross-country skiing 

with the University of Salzburg.

Jim Cotter is a Senior Lecturer at the School of 

Physical Education (Lecturer 2001-6). Jim 

obtained his BSc (1987, Physiology), BPhEd

Research Interests 
Jim has three broad research interests. The first is 

thermoregulatory and cardiovascular control and 

determinants of tolerance under heat stress, and 

strategies to reduce heat-related strain and 

maximise work tolerance. The second is in the 

limits of ultra-endurance, especially tasks lasting 

multiple days. The third, and emerging interest, 

is in which stimuli are important for health- and 

performance-related fitness adaptations; 

especially separate and interactive roles and 

dose: response relations of different forms of 

strain (e.g., mechanical, heat or hypoxia). 

 

Current and recently-completed research 

involves: Thermoregulatory, cardiorespiratory 

and cerebrovascular control, perceived status and 

exercise tolerance effects of inherent individual 

factors (age, sex, aerobic training status, spinal 

cord injury) and situational factors (hyper- and 

hypo-hydration, hypoxia, heat, airflow, artificial 

cooling); fever mechanisms in exercise; the role 

of cardiovascular and fluid-regulatory strain on 

exercise tolerance and heat acclimation; and the 

physiological and cognitive implications of 

adventure racing and controlled 24-hour exercise 

sessions. This work is undertaken in 

collaboration with some excellent Honours, 

Masters and Doctoral research students, and with 

colleagues in our School (esp. Dr, Assoc Prof 

Greg Anson, Dr Nancy Rehrer, Dr Elaine Rose), 

University (Profs Rob Walker and Patrick 

Manning), Australia (Assoc Profs Nigel Taylor 

and Peter McLennan) and Denmark (Assoc Prof 

Jörn Helge). 

Techniques include measurement of body 

temperature, on-line sweat rate and composition, 

perfusion of the whole-body and isolated limbs, 

blood volume and composition, respiratory 

function, perceived status, work performance, 

blood glucose, and plasma concentrations of 

cytokines and fluid-regulatory and stress 

hormones. Funding for projects has been 

obtained from the NZ Academy of Sport, 

SPARC, Otago Medical Research Foundation, 

NZ Rugby Union and Otago University.
